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Commercial Activities

- All Commercial activities within the Sports
. . Boulevard must have prior written consent
= from Sports Boulevard Management, (e.g.
catering vendors and personal trainers).

Entry

- By visiting the Sports Boulevard, visitors
adhere to these rules, in addition to all
relevant laws and regulations.

- Sports Boulevard shall reserve the right to
take any legal actions in the event of
non-compliance to these rules.

Opening Hours

- The Sports Boulevard is open 24 hours a day / 7 days a week, (except for Sands Sports Park
which will have its own opening and closing hours).

* Certain areas within the Sports Boulevard may close occasionally for special events or
maintenance.

- Commercial venues within the Sports Boulevard will have their own operating hours.

Property Damage
Vandalizing, damaging, ordefacingany

part of the Sports Boulevard and its
facilities and contents is prohibited.

Security

- There will be 24/7 CCTV and active Security
Patrols throughout the Sports Boulevard
and visitors may be required to submit to a
search of their personal belongings.

Personal Belongings

* Visitors must always keep their personal
belongings with them.

- Sports Boulevard Management is not
responsible, under any circumstances for
loss, theft or damage to any personal
belongings.

Vehicles

- Unauthorized motor vehicles are not
permitted on the Public Realm of Sports
Boulevard

- Motorised scooters, hoverboards, and
segways are not allowed on the
Boulevard, except for Sands Sports Park.
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Accessibility

‘The Sports Boulevard is an accessible
environment for all visitors. Please give
priority to people with disabilities.

Bicycles

- When riding bicycles it is recommended to wear
a helmet and at night to use lights.

- Sports Boulevard Management accepts no
liability for accidents or bicycle loss or damage
on-site.

« All bicycles to be ridden on the cycling
pathways only.

* Families are encouraged to use the Leisure Path,
where speed is limited for safety purposes.
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Behaviour

-Any behaviour that threatens the safety,
breaches the peace or affects the
enjoyment of the visitors or staff is
prohibited and will be reported to the
Police*

Prohibited Items

*Prohibited items - as per applicable laws
and regulations - include but are not limited
to all illegal substances, firearms, fireworks,
knives, tripods, laser lights and drones.

Personal Sound Systems

Loud, amplified musical instruments or
sound systems are not permitted in
the Sport Boulevard.

Dress Code

- Visitors must adhere to modest and proper
attire including sports wear, subject to the
provisions of relevant laws*

Children

- Children under the age of 14 are to be
accompanied and supervised by an adult
at all times.

Photography and Filming

- Visitors are permittedto take photographs
and videos forprivate use only, with
consideration for the privacy of others, but if
it is for commercial purposes, then the visitor
must apply to Sports Boulevard for a licence.

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Playgrounds / Play Areas
Some equipment is not suitable for children
where height restrictions apply.

Smoking
Smoking is prohibited, apart from designated
smoking areas.

Camping
Camping or temporary structures are not
permitted except in designated areas.

Horses
Horses should be ridden safely and only
on the signposted trails.

Picnic
Cooking, barbeques or fires are not permitted
except in designated areas.

Littering
Littering and spitting in public areas is not
allowed and waste must be disposed of
responsibly.

Recycling

Sustainable practices, such as using reusable
water bottles and recycling waste through the
utilisation of three-stream waste bins are
actively encouraged across the site.

Animals

Visitors must not interfere with, feed
or harm the wildlife.

Dogs must always be kept on a leash
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
